In the image to the right, what do you see? a woman? how
old is she? which way is her face looking? what is she
wearing? Depending on your perspective, each of us reading this
article are seeing different things... Some of us are seeing a
sad, wrinkled older lady with a sizable nose, looking to our
left, wearing a scarf over her head and a big, puffy fur coat.
Others of us a seeing a young, slender and elegant woman,
looking away from us, and wearing a fancy headpiece, a
choker, and a fashionable fur coat.

Right now, one of our Sunday School classes is studying 7he
Story: The Bible as One Continuing Story of God and His People.
In the study’s accompanying DVDs, Randy Frazee often
refers to an “upper story” and a “lower story.” These
references are all about perspective: the upper story being
God’s all-seeing and all-understanding perspective and the
lower story being our limited human perspective.

Over the next few months, a shift in perspective will be the
goal of my leadership for our church. Rather than looking
only from our lower story, my efforts will be to help us
begin to see our lives and the world around us from God’s
great upper story perspective. You will see this evidenced
in my sermons, through my teaching, as well as through my
contributions in church meetings. With every passing day,
I am becoming more & more convinced that unless we
make this shift, we are not only failing to be the Church
God desires & created us to be, but we are also missing out
