Something you may not know about me is
that | have terrible vision. So without my contacts or glasses, everything is blurry. | can see that there are blobs of
color and mass out there, but unless something is directly in front of me, | can only guess what | am looking at. | vividly
remember the first time | put on glasses. | was about 10 years old when my family first took me to the eye doctor.
After all the tests, the doctor determined that my eyesight was such that | needed corrective lenses. | remember that |
was standing outside on a sunny day, and for the first time in my life, | saw the definition of the leaves on the tress. | had
no idea that it was possible to see such detail from a distance! You may not believe it, but that was truly a life-changing
experience for me - one that made me cherish my ability to see and to see clearly, even if | would be called four-eyes!

When | think about that experience, | am reminded of how important vision is for every aspect of life, particularly in
our life with God. All throughout the Bible, we find circumstances and situations where God gives His people the ability
to see and understand not just what is directly in front of them, but also what is in their future. In other words, the
Bible gives us examples of how God grants VISION to His people. Through these examples, we see that when God has
a plan for His people, God provides everything needed in order to accomplish that plan, including the ability to see what
lies ahead. Throughout the years, God has done some amazing things in and through our congregation, and through
previous visioning processes, God has launched us into places we never dreamed we would be but define much of who
we are as a church.
